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To promote museum-school exchanges, cultivate international perspectives among young
students, and actively promote museum exhibitions and operations, we are recruiting
university students interested in museum guided tours. Through a comprehensive English
guide training program, we provide young students with diverse volunteering and
international exchange opportunities, nurturing new museum talent. We aim to enhance our
museum's international exchange capacity and visibility through this program, creating

innovative museum education and outreach services.
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Create a bilingual environment in the Taiwan Museum System and capital cultural axis,
expanding museum service clientele.
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Promote multicultural exchange: Connect various international communities through
student volunteers of different nationalities or language expertise, and enrich the
museum's cultural education through international students' participatios.
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Cultivate young talent in the museum field: Encourage university students to participate
in front-line museum work through the guide training program, and introduce emerging
issues and research in the museum field through training lectures.
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Enhance museum's international visibility: Before the pandemic, there was an increase in
international school groups visiting Taiwan for "Understanding Taiwan" themed visits.
This program has already engaged with university academic groups from Japan, Sweden,

Korea, Thailand, and the United States. Post-pandemic, we hope to continue attracting



young students from various countries to participate in museum activities.
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Students under 35 years old from universities/colleges (including Mandarin
language students) and high schools, or those who graduated within one year with
equivalent qualifications.
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25 participants per session, with spring and fall sessions annually.
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The program is conducted entirely in English, with difficulty level approximately
CEFR B2 to C1 (equivalent to TOEFL iBT 80, new TOEIC 800, IELTS 6.5, or GEPT
High-Intermediate or above). Non-native English speakers or international students
not studying at Taiwanese universities must submit proof of English proficiency
including speaking test scores via email during registration.
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Personal Qualities: Good oral expression, enthusiasm for sharing knowledge,

proactive attitude, respect for diverse cultures.
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Spring: Registration open until February 16, 2025, 17:30. Successful applicants
announced by February 18,2025, 17:30.
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Fall: Registration from announcement date (expected before end of July) until
September 8, 2025, 17:30. Successful applicants announced by September 10,
2025, 17:30.
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Fees: Course is free. Museum membership card (NT$300) required before or on first

day of class; cultural vouchers accepted.
